At Risk for Gang Affiliation

Eligibility Form

Please initial all of the following factors that apply to you:
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High gang intensity and low income neighborhoods: Research shows that youth living in high gang intensity neighborhoods are at a greater risk of gang involvement than youth with similar socioeconomic status living elsewhere.  Other neighborhood factors to consider are large numbers of youth who are in trouble as well as communities where drugs and firearms are readily available.
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 Probation or Parole: Research indicates that juveniles on probation or parole are more likely to be involved in gang activity or at risk for gang involvement than control populations, especially those involved with violence and alcohol/drug use.  For the teaching pathway, youth in non-adjudicated diversion programs and similar prevention programs should be considered. 
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Alignment with family and/or friends who are gang involved:  Research shows that association with aggressive peers and family members and/or peers and family members who engage in delinquency adds to the risk factors for gang involvement.

Unemployment: Research has specifically identified unemployment as a significant risk factor in gang involvement. 

Academic failure: Research indicates that youth experiencing academic failure or placement in special education programs are at a greater risk for gang involvement.  Additionally, experience being negatively “labeled” by teachers can contribute to risk factors.
Domestic violence:  Research shows that youth who experience domestic violence are at greater risk of gang involvement.
Unstable family life:  Evidence of poor family cohesion or problematic parent-child relations can often add to the risk factors for a young person to become gang involved.  

Self -identification:  Lastly, research indicates that youth at risk for gang involvement will disclose the feelings of peer pressure and thoughts of joining a gang to a counselor.   Therefore, grantees should target youth who have vocalized a fear of becoming gang involved.

County of Residence (HIGAA):  High Intensity Gang Activity Areas (HIGAAs): communities with the highest concentration of gang activity.  According to the Department of Justice (DOJ), California has 3,700 gangs with more than 420,000 gang members, many of whom are concentrated in specific areas of the state.  CalGRIP, using data from the DOJ, has designated counties that have experienced at least four gang-related homicides during the years 2005, 2006, and 2007.  Orange County, along with 23 other counties in California, are designated as (HIGAAs)
